Pora Pora, meaning “first born”, came from legends 
describing this as the first island to rise when supreme god Taaroa fished it out of the waters after the mythical 
creation of Havai'i, now known as Raiatea. Although the first letter "B" does not exist in the Tahitian language, when 
Captain Cook first heard the name, he mistook the softened sound of the Tahitian "P" for "B" and called the island Bola 
Bola.

Bora Bora (free boat transfers only during the 
day, small fee applies during the evening).

Local airlines offer daily flights from Tahiti or 
Raiatea to Bora Bora (BOB).  Flights also depart 
from Tikehau.
